Following isaletter he wrote to
Ibolya, hiswife, when he was away with the forced labor battalion. Hedied in 1944 on

the Russian or Ukraine front.

Today we are resting after
alongjourney, and | am using this opportunity to write you to tell you that | think of
you every moment, and love you very very much. | haven't received any mail from you,
but | hope that all iswell at home. | take out your photo, and keep on kissing you in my
thoughts. | hope and believe that | will come back to you, a healthy man. My darling, my
happiness, | wish you to be well and healthy. | hope to get mail from you soon.
